Step One 

Using all beads from the ‘Bracelet Strands’ materials list, place each bicone onto an eyepin.  Trim excess and turn into a closed loop.  Note:  Ensure all loops are orientated in the same direction for entire project.  Connect loops to make 5 strands, following the colours in the photograph. Lay the strands out on your work area next to each other in the order they are to be connected.

Step Two

Use the beads from the ‘End Bars’ materials list. On one 41mm eyepin, thread on 4mm Blue Zircon, the end loop of the 2nd bracelet strand, 6mm Light Olivine, the end loop of the 3rd bracelet strand, 6mm Padparadscha, the end loop of the 4th bracelet strand, 4mm Topaz AB.  Trim excess from the pin, and turn into a closed loop. Connect 5th bracelet strand onto the end of the pin you have just made, and the 1st bracelet strand to the loop at the other end of the eyepin.

On the other 41mm eyepin, thread on 4mm Padparadscha, the end loop of the 2nd bracelet strand, 6mm Purple Velvet, the end loop of the 3rd bracelet strand, 6mm Light Siam, the end loop of the 4th bracelet strand, 4mm Olivine.  Trim excess and turned into a closed loop.  Connect 5th bracelet strand onto the end of the pin you have just made, and the 1st bracelet strand to the loop at the other end of the eyepin.

Step Three

Use the beads from the ‘Clasp Attachment’ materials list.  On one 25mm eyepin, place 1 x 4mm Fuchsia and 1 x 4mm Montana. Trim excess and turn to form a closed loop.   On the other 25mm eyepin, place 1 x 4mm Amethyst and 1 x 4mm Blue Zircon.  Trim excess and turn to form a closed loop.  Place each remaining bicone onto an eyepin, trim pins and turn into closed loops.  Join links together as seen in picture to make triangular attachment pieces at each end of the bracelet.  At the toggle bar end, you will need to add one crystal more than at the other end, so that the toggle can close easily.

Note:  You can attach extra links if you need the bracelet larger, or leave some out for a smaller size.

Step Four

Attach toggle bar by opening the loop on the last bead, thread on toggle bar loop and then close.  Attach toggle ring to other end using the jumpring.
